There are two sections of our DCMYC Handbook that deal with Redress.  We have chosen to give 

Bob Jones the benefit of the second section of Redress shown below (5.4.2.1) 

 
5.4.1.4 To encourage a member to loan his boat and coach another person during a heat or race, the member shall declare 

his intention to the RD and scorer, and may receive an average heat or race score in accordance with 5.4.2.1 Redress. 

 

5.4.2.1 Redress. When a Right-Of-Way yacht is damaged or entangled sufficiently as to be unable to compete as the result 

of action by a burdened vessel, the ROW yacht shall be given points equal to its average finishing position during the other 

heats in that race, providing that said average is based upon at least three heats. Should the ROW yacht be unable to 

compete in three heats, then points shall be awarded at the end of the year based upon the average points for that year. 

Points shall be awarded for each heat during that race in which the ROW yacht was unable to participate.
